DISTINGUISHED: ADVANCED MEASURES

For Distinguished Achievement, students must achieve a TOTAL of FOUR
Advanced Measures. A student may satisfy this requirement by:

L Ascore of three or higher on an Advanced Placement Exam (Just
taking the class does NOT get an Advanced Measure. You must attain a
three or higher on the exam.

O Agrade of 80 or above in a dual credit course

O Ascore on the PSAT that qualifies a student for recognition as a
Commended Scholar or higher by the National Merit Scholarship
Corporation. The PSAT score may count as only one advanced measure
regardless of the number of honors received by the student.

O Original Research Project: that is conducted under the direction of
mentor(s) and judged by a panel of professionals in the field and
related to the required curriculum TEKS.
